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If on a winter’s night a traveler

1. Creativity
Make a claim about different ways of constructing the concept of creativity (in 
the literary arts) as exhibited or articulated by our authors and supplementary 
texts. You must use If on a winter’s night a traveler, at least one other 
supplementary text from our work so far, and the work/ideas of one other 
novelist (Woolf or Arguedas).

2. Constraint
Make a claim regarding the concept of constraint as it applies either to form or 
content in literature. For this argument, use multiple texts, including at least: 
If on a winter’s night a traveler, a week 5 or six supplementary text, and one 
other novel (Woolf or Arguedas).

3. Hard-Boiled Wonderland
Find a way of defining what this term means and make a claim that uses 
it to illuminate significant features of the three novels we’ve read (Woolf, 
Arguedas, Calvino); use at least one supplementary text from the reader in 
your argument.
