Final Submission Guidelines for 

Positive Impact on Student Learning Project

Format

1. Ownership. Complete a cover page that includes (a) your name, (b) date submitted, (c) grade level taught, (d) subject taught, and (e) title and length of unit.

2. Footer: use Footer to put your LAST NAME-MiT10 on all pages in the left corner and page numbers in right hand corner

3. Table of Contents. Provide a Table of Contents that lists the sections and attachments in your document with page numbers.

4. Charts, graphs and attachments. Copies of student work, assessment instruments, and charts or graphs depicting assessment results are required as part of the document. Make sure these items provide clear, concise evidence of your performance related to the standards and your students’ learning progress.

5. References and Credits. If you referred to another person’s ideas or material in your narrative, you should cite these in a separate section at the end of your narrative under References and Credits using the American Psychological Association (APA) Style.

6. Anonymity. In order to insure the anonymity of students in your class, do not include any student names or identification in any part of your project.

Submission Requirements

1. The completed (hard copy) PISL project documentation should be placed in the Student Teaching Portfolio. (This will not be returned).

2. Complete a self-assessment on the rubric of the 8 components, including page numbers where evidence for each criterion is located. This should be submitted be as a hard copy with the hard copy of your project AND Electronically as a SEPARATE WORD DOCUMENT

3. Submit an electronic version of the PISL project, as one PDF File – this version need not contain copies of individual student work that is included in the written version. 

4. Teacher Candidates are also encouraged to make a copy for their own professional records of the entire document that they eventually submit to their faculty.
