Temperate Rainforests - Olympic Peninsula Field Trip

The purpose of this Field Trip is to observe organisms in rainforest and coastal habitats and become familiar with their identification and habitats, and to better understand humans’ interactions with rainforests. We will travel in college vans and stay at the Olympic Natural Resources Center (ONRC) in Forks, WA. It may be very cold and very wet.  

Depart Evergreen Parking Lot C at 7 am sharp, Monday, Oct. 19th. Arrive at 6:45 am to pack.
