Information for the Forest Ecology Field Trip: Tuesday August 16 – Thursday August 18
Time of Departure:  Plan to arrive around 5:15 AM so the vans can promptly depart at 5:30.  (Van drivers can pick up vehicles the afternoon before).  (We should return around 7 pm on Thursday).  
Location of Departure:  Same place in B lot that we have been meeting for the field trips.

Itinerary (tentative):  
Day One – Drive to Wind River (estimate 3 hour drive), go up the Canopy Crane (with Wind River Staff Ken Bible – Kristen Fields also to join us today), visit the Arboretum, go for a hike to get a landscape view of the TT Munger RNA.  Travel to Metolius in the early afternoon (estimate 4 hour drive) and camp along Metolius (likely the ‘Riverside’ campground).

Day Two – Pack up camp, spend the day in the Metolius area (Tour with Kristen Fields - Forest Service Pathologist), including looking at spotted owl habitat on the East-Side of the Cascades and visit the B&B Complex fire (burned summer 2003).Travel to the HJ Andrews (estimate 1 hour) where we will spend the night at ‘Gypsy Camp’.

Day Three – Pack up camp, visit the HJ Andrews Long-Term Ecological Research Forest (tour with Kari O’Connell - Forest Director).  Depart back to Olympia around 2:30 (estimate 4.5 hours).
