MEASURING PERFORMANCE & COMMUNICATING RESULTS - THE FOCUS OF JUNE 6 WORKSHOP

[image: image6.wmf]More than 85 public administrators from federal, state and local government including higher education came together on June 6 at The Evergreen State College for a day-long symposium devoted to improving performance measurement strategies and communicating results.  Co-sponsors of the event included the Washington State Certified Public Manager Program, the NW Intergovernmental Audit Forum, the UW Bothell Master of Arts in Policy Analysis and the Evergreen State College.

The morning session focused on the new reporting criteria developed by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board.  GASB Board Member Dick Tracy (Director of Audits for the City of Portland) presented a comprehensive overview of the GASB research on Service Efforts and Accomplishments with special emphasis on the 16 suggested reporting criteria.

A rousing keynote speech was delivered by Michael Shadow during the catered lunch.  Michael’s thought provoking observations provided valuable insights on the importance of correctly packaging and delivering the message.  

The afternoon panel session was led by Cheryle Broom, King County Auditor and ASPA National Vice President.  Panel members included Mary Campbell (Governor’s Office), Tom Fitzsimons (Director – Dept of Ecology) and Cheryl Simrell King (Evergreen Faculty).  Each panel member provided a unique perspective based on their professional experiences at the state and local level.

Washington State & Hyogo Prefecture Celebrate Anniversary

This year marks the 40th anniversary of the sister-state relationship between the state of Washington and Hyogo Prefecture in Japan.  Several special events are being organized in Seattle, Olympia and Port Townsend to recognize this milestone.

More than 205 delegates from Hyogo (including Governor Ido) will be in Washington State during the last week of July and the first week of August.  Festivities include, a special reception at the University of Washington (Meany Hall), a Hyogo Investment Seminar, a friendship festival at Port Townsend (most recent sister city) and Kobe Day at the Mariners game on Saturday August 2.
