Language Arts Lesson:  



Retell the “Tail” of the Tale


Grades K-3

Materials:

· Tiger and the Big Wind: A Tale from Africa
· Retell the “Tail” of the Tale Student worksheet
· Pencil

· Retell the “Tail” self-assessment
Project Description:

Students will listen to a folktale and determine the problem and solution in the story. Students will then rewrite the ending by coming up with a different solution to the same problem.

Objectives:

Students will interpret the problem and solution in the folktale.

Students will determine various ways of solving a problem.

EALRs:

1.1 (Writing) Develop concept and design.

2.2 (Reading) Expand comprehension by analyzing, interpreting, and synthesizing information and ideas.

Procedure:

1 hour
Read the story Tiger and the Big Wind to the class. Ask the students to identify the problem the animals had and the solution they came up with for the problem. Record their answers on the board. 

Discuss other potential solutions by asking: “Is this the only way to solve this problem? What is another possible solution?”  Encourage your students to expand on their answers, discussing the consequences of their solution on all of the action and characters in the story.

Next, students will rewrite the end of the story on the Retell the “Tail of the Tail” worksheet, describing their own solution. Very young students who cannot write can dictate their story endings or “write” the story as a class. Share some of the stories with the class and discuss how well this solution would work and why.

Assessment: 

Students will complete the Retell the “Tail” Self Assessment worksheet.
Extension:

Writing:  Repeat this activity using other folktales that  your class has read.
